First two generations  names in Lithuanian and [Polish]. Political configuration of Lithuanian and Poland from the XVI to the end of the XIX century somewhat similar to that of Ireland and England. During that time Polish language (scond French) in Lithuania was the language of the nobility.  The 1831 uprising against the Russians failed and did not lead to something like the Restoration in England. The estates confiscated, many fled to France, Germany, England to escape deportations to Siberia  or  hangings.

Lithuanian – Gelgaudas (male);  Polish – Gielgud.

Lithuanian – Tiskevicius (male), Tiskeviciene (female married), Tiskeviciute (maiden);  Polish – Tyszkiewicz (male), Tyszkiewiczowa (female married), Tyszkiewiczowna (maiden).  Therefore the first line in genealogy „Tiskeviciute“ and „Tyszkiewiczowna“ – if it were the male form „Tyszkiewicz“, it would appear as if it is a  marriege between two males, but in languages, where such distincions of geneder or married or unmarried forms are not made, it would be proper  to use the male form for all, even if the native reader would howl with laughter. 

Lithuanian – Semeta (male), Semetiene (female), Semetaite (unmarried female); Polish variants – Szemiot,   Szemiott, Szemioth. Szemiotowa (female), Szemiotowna (unmarried female). All  these variations make looking up old documents rather fun – they could be under any of these variants!
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
